Buford 

played tough, trailing just 33-19 at halftime.  The Wolves traveled to Gainesville on Saturday in 

a non region matchup.  Buford was led by Kyle Kellam with 14 points and Jamal English with 10 

but lost 78-54.  Buford is now 8-13, and  5-6 in region play.  

 

The Lady Wolves continued to roll with a victory over the Titans on Tuesday. Shereese Wil-

liams logged a double-double with 21 points and 10 boards to lead Buford 73-56 over Blessed 

Trinity. Andraya Carter contributed with 18 points for Buford and Maya Dillard finished with 11 

points. On Senior Night the Lady Woves hosted GAC in a top 10 matchup. The game lived up 

to its billing as two teams played into overtime. Buford unfortunately fell 56-52 despite strong 

efforts by Andraya Carter, Alysha Rudnik, and Shereese Williams. Buford did make up for its 

loss when the Lady Wolves visited Gainesville on Saturday.  They doubled the Red Elephant’s 

point total with a 64-32 win. Andraya Carter led with 18 points and Alysha Rudnik scored 

14.The L:ady Wolves are 20-2.
