ings at the Georgia Music Educators' Association District 13 Large Group Performance 

Evaluation on Friday, March 19, at Peachtree Ridge High School.  Competing with 

AA, AAA, AAAA, and AAAAA schools from Gwinnett County and Northeast Georgia, 

Buford was the smallest school to perform at the "Grade V" level. The performance was 

described by the judges and those in attendance as artistic, outstanding, beautiful, and, as 

one judge put it, "among the best festival performances I've ever heard.”   The perform-

ance by the band was also said to have had brought tears to many students’ faces.  The 

band got a 1 (or Superior Rating) on their performance and a 2 (or an Excellent) on 

their sight reading.  All of the band’s hard work paid off as they represented Buford High 

School amazingly at the festival.

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     In the baseball region opener, the Wolves fell to defending state champion, Lovett, by a score of 

17-12 on Tuesday night. Troy Herterick hit a grand slam and several other Wolves added to their 

batting totals. On Thursday, the Wolves notched their first region win as Buford defeated top 5 

Blessed Trinity, 11-6. Eric Eck threw a complete game and allowed six runs, six hits, and struck out 

five to earn the win. Woody Ciepiela had three hits and an RBI, Jamie Ritchie had two hits and an RBI, 

and Mason Gentry had a hit and three RBIs for the Wolves who are currently second in the region. 

The following day, Josh Heddinger wrote his name in school history by pitching a no hitter as the 

Wolves blanked GAC 12-0 in 5 innings. Heddinger also added a solo homerun to help his cause, while 

Adam Schrader had two hits and three RBIs.  

     Rutilo Mondragon scored a shutout and Gerardo Mondragon scored the only goal of the game as 

the soccer team defeated Banks County 1-0 on Tuesday night.  On Friday, the Wolves lost to GAC 

by a score of 6-1. Buford is now 6-2-2 on the season. 

      The Lady Wolves soccer team dominated Banks County for an 8-0 win as Caitlin Hollis earned 

the shutout. Rachel Kaplan, Olivia Hoey, Melissa Sullivan, Jacey Chandler, and Lindsey White were 

some of the contributors to the winning effort.  The Lady Wolves lost to top ranked GAC 7-1 on 

Friday.  

     Colby West got the win at No. 1 singles for Buford as the Wolves tennis team fell to GAC 4-1 on 

Wednesday.  Jancy Burge won No. 2 singles for Buford as the Lady Wolves fell by the same score.  

     Patrick Hall shot a 37, and Jake Mitchell and Joey Dando each shot a 39 to lead the golf team to a 

159-181 victory over Commerce. Bailey Burnette shot a 53 as the Lady Wolves also defeated Com-

merce 111-133 on Wednesday.  

      Andraya Carter, who recently committed to the University of Tennessee, was named the Class 

AA Basketball Player of the Year. Carter averaged over 18 points per game, 6.5 steals per game, and 

4.3 assists per game.
