Homework

Students are encouraged to use notes and examples taken in class to aid in the completion of homework. Homework will constitute 10% of the student’s overall grade. Homework will be graded and discussed on the due date. Failure to complete homework will result in the following consequences: the first two missed assignments will result in a break detention and every missing assignment after that will result in a grade level detention hall to be served from 2:45 to 3:45 P.M. on either a Wednesday or Thursday.
